Prayer in Ministry

The following ideas to emphasize prayer in a ministry are given with the understanding that they are not exhaustive.
 1)  Fasting and prayer one day each month for the ministry.

 2)  Fasting and prayer when facing particularly difficult situations and major decisions.

 3)  Praying together as a leadership team.

 4)  Prayer as part of preparation for preaching and teaching believing that unction is only obtained in the prayer closet.

 5)  Praying through the meeting place and asking the Holy Spirit, “What is the one thing you most want to do tomorrow?”  Ask for God’s power and presence to be manifested and for blessing for the people.

 6)  Meeting with others before services to pray.

 7)  Praying with others during the sermon for God’s work in the hearts of the hearers.

 8)  Pastoral and worship prayer during service.

 9)  Giving people an opportunity to be pray after the service.
10)  Outreach that is preceded by prayer believing that an hour of prayer and three hours of outreach is more profitable than four hours of outreach.

11)  Determine the kind of strongholds that are keeping a community in darkness and pray for the light of God’s truth to breakthrough.

12)  Do prayer walks through communities that are targeted for outreach or for the whole community in general.

13)  Devote an entire weekly service to prayer.

14)  Form prayer cells that meet weekly. Specific prayer focus may be: Worship, the Lost, Families, Marriages, Strongholds, Missions, Spiritual Leaders, Individual Needs, Unity, Spiritual Warfare, Confession, Revival, Persecuted Church.

15)  Plan prayer retreats and call for days of fasting.

16)  Meet with area pastors to pray prayers of revival, spiritual warfare, and salvation.

17)  Have special emphasis weeks to give training in prayer.

18)  Gather in times of specific needs.

19)  Reach believers and unbelievers through prayer-visitation.

20)  Suggest that those who meet with you for counseling spend the first 30 minutes talking to the Wonderful Counselor.

21)  Make it a point to end times of fellowship in prayer.

22)  End phone conversations with prayer when appropriate.

23)  Ask for prayer from others.
